2. Individuals will not have to quarantine if they mest both of the following criteria:
a. Are fully vaccinated, with at least 2 weeks since ther final dose,

stil strongly recommend unhversal Indoor masking for all teachers, staff, students, and
visitors, regardiess of vaccination status.
